Welcome to English 11B.

In this required course we will read, write about, and discuss AMERICAN LITERATURE from the 16th to 20th centuries.  We will examine how literature reflects its culture and examine the universal human condition that transcends time and place.  Along with short stories and poetry, we will enjoy Arthur Miller’s The Crucible.

Writing will be a primary focus in English 10A; we will write every day.  You will be required to incorporate 10th grade vocabulary, spelling, and grammar skills in your in-class assignments, essays, narratives, compositions, and story/character analyses.  You will fine-tune your five-paragraph argumentation essay – an essay you’ve been working on since middle school.    

Vocabulary will be a part of our weekly curriculum.  You will learn new words that we will review in class.  Pay attention, and you’re guaranteed to do great on the vocabulary quizzes, as well as broaden your verbal and written word usage.

Discussion/Participation is essential to English 10A.  In-class discussion allows us to share ideas and offer inquiry – a keystone of our learning process.  Students earn PARTICIPATION grade points through contributing to discussion and following the conduct guidelines listed below.

Tips to be successful in Mrs. Titcombe’s English 10 class: 

Obey the Golden Rule: Thou shall not interfere with the education of thy fellow students. Your behavior should be conducive for a positive learning environment for everyone. 

Here are some basic 11th grade behavior expectations:

BE PREPARED FOR CLASS – EVERY DAY. 
· Being prepared means taking care of bathroom and drinking fountain issues between classes.

· Understand the school’s tardy and attendance policy.  
· The class begins when the bell rings. 
· Purses and backpacks must be placed on the floor.
· Refrain from grooming in class – keep your mirrors, make-up, and hand lotions set aside during class.

· Be sure to have your own writing utensil, paper, book, and homework.  

· When I call for homework, you will need to turn it in immediately.

· Be sure each of your assignments has the proper heading at the top: your first and last name, class period, and date.  You may be surprised to learn that some students routinely neglect to write their name on assignments.  Sadly, if there’s no name – no credit earned.  

NO INTERUPTING.   When someone else is speaking – especially the teacher – you are not talking.  If you have an idea or question, simply raise your hand.  Please be sure that you are respectful to everyone in this class.  

NO CURSING, VULGER, OR INAPPROPRIATE LANGUAGE.  Inappropriate language in class is typically a middle school issue (having to do with brain development and emotional immaturity).  If you use bad language in class, I will try to help you kick this terrible habit.  You will need to write a one-page essay by the end of class regarding your behavior.  If you refuse, I will contact your parent/guardian about the school policy.  If you continue to struggle, we will meet with an administrator. 

NO HAND-HELD ELECTRONIC DEVICES.  IPods, cell phones, and the like are not to be used during class.  Logic and common courtesy guides most students regarding electronics.  Please anticipate that playing a game of Candy Crush or texting your buddy during class reflects weak judgment and leads to consequences in your participation grade.  Please let your actions in this area reflect that you are fifteen years old.  

YOU ARE IN CHARGE OF YOU.  In rare instances, students have the urge to help me out and police the class – this is not necessary.  You have a big job of watching over yourself.  If I need a deputy, I’ll be sure to inquire of your services.  Along the same lines, I have occasionally received unsolicited feedback from students regarding class procedure or course assignments.  I respect the fact that you have been students for a dozen years.  As it goes, I have seniority in this area.  I am the classroom teacher; therefore, I serve as the “educational expert” in the room.  If you have a question about anything in class, be sure to inquire respectfully.  I promise to address your concern promptly with fairness.  (Remember – as we grow up, we learn not to blurt every thought.  Please do not find yourself uttering phrases such as: “Are we doing anything today?” “This is dumb.”  and “Do I have to do this if I know this?”, as they are silly things to say in any classroom and are disrespectful.) 

RESPECT THE DUE DATES FOR ALL ASSIGNMENTS. I know how busy you are so I will give you as much notice as I can for your assignments. Due dates will be announced promptly.  Late work may be accepted for HALF CREDIT, so be sure to have your work in to me. Many times, assignments are collected at the end of class – be sure to use your time wisely!  If you are absent, you are responsible for the work you missed.  Copies of assignments will be found in the Absent Work file. MAINTAIN ACADEMIC HONESTY. Students who claim another student’s or source’s work as their own will suffer grave consequences. Be sure that your work is original. The Internet makes plagiarism tempting; cutting and pasting words, paragraphs and pages from sites seems easy. On the other hand, these same Internet sites make plagiarism easy to catch. Do not be tempted by what seems to be a short cut.   Remember, simple citation oversight at the university level will result in failure of the course or expulsion from a program.  Please be warned, do not claim any other work as your own. If you have any questions about research for an assignment or citing sources properly, do not hesitate to ask. 

Do not share your work with others. Remember, I will be as harsh on the source as I will on the person who copies. Any duplicated work will be tossed out, and punishments will be administered. Simply do your own work. 

ENTER THE CLASSROOM WITH AN OPEN MIND. Remember to be respectful to your classmates, your teacher, and the literature that we will be reading. This class is discussion based. Trust and respect must be the cornerstone of this classroom.
